The meeting of the Trustees of the Lambertville Free Public Library was called to order at 7:10 PM by
Matt Larkin.

The author of the letter is known since he delivered one copy in person to the
former Library director. The trustees agreed that staff should be advised to have minimal engagement
with the person and that they should call the police if he enters the building.

Trustees agreed to post a thank you note to Peter Markowitz on FB for his generous request for
donation to LFPL on his behalf.
